	Management (How will students share technology resources? How will

you break up the lesson into segments—the number of hours or days?)

	Students will work in groups of two on their computers and the provided websites to locate and record information using the Google Earth website. Students will research for 45 minutes a class period for six class periods.  

	Learner Diversity (What diverse learner needs do you need to consider

when selecting resources, grouping students or planning the culminating

project? Are there any special considerations such as assistive

technologies or second-language learning to take into account?)

	Partners will be assigned to meet the needs of all students, so that they will be able to contribute to the research.  If further accommodations are needed, the teacher will provide them.

	Engage

Capture the students’ attention, stimulate their thinking and help them access prior

knowledge.

	The teacher will start with brainstorming question on the smart board, and have students write their thoughts to the question below on the smart board making a KWL chart to record the information. 

What kind of entrepreneurs profited from the gold rush by meeting the needs of the forty-niners? 



	Explore

Give students time to think, plan, investigate and organize collected information.

	Students will discuss in groups the information they have gathered and decide on four to add to their L on the KWL chart.  Students will use the KWL chart to create their type of business to research.

	Explain

Involve students in an analysis of their explorations. Use reflective activities to

clarify and modify their understanding.

	The students will act as entrepreneurs and create a business plan for a business to meet the needs of forty-niners. The students will describe resources they will need, their products or services, their customers, how they will advertise, and how to beat the competition.

	Elaborate

Give students the opportunity to expand and solidify their understanding of the

concept and/or apply it to a real-world situation.

	The students will present their type of business to the class with their finished product. They can create a poster, power point, or press releases advertising their product.


	Evaluate

Evaluate throughout the lesson. Present students with a scoring guide at the

beginning. Scoring tools developed by teachers (sometimes with student

involvement) target what students must know and do. Consistent use of scoring

tools can improve learning.
